Welcome to Luella Elementary!  This year promises to be a year full of learning, love and fun!  This letter will give you some general information about some of our procedures.  Your child will bring home a Daily Communication Folder that will have a Daily Communication Sheet and any other important information that you will need.  Please read and initial your child’s Daily Communication Sheet, remove all graded papers, and send this folder back to school with the money pouch on the following school day.  Weekly letters will go home on Friday.  Please take time to read through your child’s folder.  It will be crucial to his/her success!

Our day will begin at 7:45 a.m. and end at 2:30 p.m.  Kindergarten students are developing independence, self-reliance and responsibility.  Older brother and sisters are not needed to bring notes, lunch money, or to escort the children to their rooms.  Staff members will be available to help children find their rooms during the first week of school.  Older siblings please wait on the bus for the Kindergartners; do not look for them in the building. 

ANY change of transportation must come in the form of a WRITTEN note; signed by a parent.  We CANNOT legally take the word of a child about after school transportation.  This will help insure that your child gets home in the correct manner.  Please let your child know of any transportation changes!  A well-informed child is a secure child.  

The Kindergarten day is long!  Each child will be assigned a special day each month to send in snack for each child in the room (examples:  pre-wrapped items such as:  crackers, pretzels, cheese puffs, etc…).  NO CANDY BARS or NO items with peanuts due to allergies!!!  We will provide snack the first few days of school.  The snack calendar will go home on Friday.  Remember to check your child’s book bag daily for daily communication.  Please sign and return it to school the next day.  

Your child may bring his/her lunch from home or purchase a lunch from school.  You can pay for lunch daily, weekly and even monthly.  Please make checks out to Luella Elementary Food Services.  MAKE A SEPARATE CHECK FOR EACH SIBLING!  Lunch can also be paid online at www.myschoolbucks.com with your child’s student ID number which will be provided by your child’s teacher.

All money should be sent in the money pouch that is located in your child’s blue communication folder with your child’s name.  There will be a ziplock bag in the pouch.  It will be labeled for lunch money. We will put another one in there for ice cream money when we start selling it to the Kindergarteners in a few weeks.  All other money (pictures, t-shirt, etc.) should also be placed in the money pouch with an explanation to what the money is to be used.  LUNCH MONEY SHOULD BE SEPARATE FROM ALL OTHER SCHOOL MONEY!

We will let your know when the children may begin purchasing ice cream.  PLEASE DO NOT SEND IN ICE CREAM MONEY UNTIL WE LET YOU KNOW THAT WE WILL START PURCHASING ICE CREAM!!  This will be at least 2 to 3 weeks.

An After School Enrichment Program will be offered from 2:30 until 6:00 p.m. daily.  Money for this program should be paid directly to the After school program.  You will need to make checks or money orders payable to Henry County Board of Education or HCBOE.  You CANNOT pay in cash.  YOU MUST PREREGISTER YOUR CHILD FOR THIS PROGRAM.  
A packet of forms and a handbook will be sent home either on Open House or either the first week of school.   Please read the handbook carefully and review it with your child.  You may find the answers for many of your questions inside.  Please send completed forms back to your child’s teacher in his/her folder.
